Course description
Main objective is to provide an overview of the development and change of Lithuanian folk
songs, the history of their collection, research and systematization, as well as poetic analysis and
features of their worldview.

Goals and competences: The course examines one of the richest genres of folklore, its diversity,
and the history of collecting and researching folk singing genres. It provides the skills to analyze
texts from an artistic point of view, to see the impact of literary discourse on the folk song tradition,
and to develop a deeper understanding of the methodologies of folk song studies. In his course, the
development of the folk song tradition is related to the tradition of sung poetry. It delves both into
specific folk song texts and their collections and interpretations.

Syllabus:

L. History of folk song collecting and publishing.

. Folk song appreciation and research until the 20th century.

. The 20th-century science of song research: trends and methods.

. Systematization of folk songs: principles, criteria and issues.

. The poetics and world-view of old folk songs.

. 19th-century folk songs of literary origin: stylistics, rhetoric and ideology.
. The artistic world-view of the folk romance.

. Shift of identity in folk songs of different historical periods.
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. The folk song tradition in Lithuanian poetry
