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The topic covers sociocultural studies on how people see themselves and their
societies in the context of their environment and the varying ways to experience
landscapes. Potential directions of research:

Spatial concepts, behaviors, and linguistic representations of human communities;
Changing landscapes and their connection with moral, political, and social aspects;
Concepts of changing landscapes in the course of history;

People’s stories, travel landscapes, and links to trajectories of paths;

Conflicts between different landscape concepts, ideas, and applications;

Connections between landscapes and heritage and conservation ideas;

Meanings of landscapes in the context of daily interactions and economic practice;

2. Tradicinés technologijos ir ju
kultairinés funkcijos

Traditional technologies and their
cultural functions

Tema aprépia jvairias, praeityje naudotas ir Siais laikais tenaudojamas, technologijas,
kurios gali biiti traktuojamos kaip nematerialaus kultairos paveldo objektai, apimatys
praktikas, perteikimo ir raiSkos formas, zinias, jgidzius, taip pat su jais susijusias
priemones, objektus, artefaktus bei kultiiros erdves. Tokiy technologijy pavyzdziais
galéty biiti maisto gaminimo technologijos (pavyzdziui, natiralaus raugo duonos
kepimas krosnyje) ar zemdirbystés technologijos (pavyzdziui, sodininkavimas,
skiepijant tradiciniy veisliy obelis | miSkinés obels séjinukus).  Etnologijos
doktorantiiroje kvie¢iama tyrinéti ne pacias technologijas, bet jy veikimg kulttiroje.
Technologijos kaip nematerialus kultiiros paveldas yra perduodamos i§ kartos j kartg
jas nuolat atkuriant, atsizvelgiant j besikei¢ian¢ig aplinka, saveikg su gamta ir istorija
— tai zmonéms bei bendruomenéms teikia tapatybés ir tgstinumo pojttj. Technologijy
veikimas kultiroje yra dinamiskas evoliucijos procesas, kuriame veikia jvairiis
(pavyzdziui, kultiros difuzijos, tarpkultirinés komunikacijos, technologijy
perdavimo, paraleliniy iradimy ir kt.) reikiniai. Sie rei$kiniy veikimas konkre¢ios
technologijos kontekste yra pagrindinis tematikos tyrimy objektas.

This topic covers the various technologies used in the past and still in use today that
can be considered as intangible cultural heritage objects, practices, representations,
expressions, knowledge, and skills, including the instruments, objects, artefacts and
cultural spaces associated therewith. Examples of such technologies could be
traditional cooking technologies (e.g., baking natural sourdough bread in an oven) or
traditional farming technologies (e.g., gardening by grafting traditional apple trees
cultivars onto crabapple seedlings). However, this topic in ethnology does not focus
on the technologies themselves, but on how they work in culture. Technology, as
intangible cultural heritage, is transmitted from generation to generation, constantly
recreated by communities and groups in response to their environment, their
interaction with nature and their history, and provides them with a sense of identity
and continuity. How technology works in culture is a dynamic evolutionary process
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in which various phenomena (e.g., cultural diffusion, intercultural communication,
technology transfer, parallel invention, etc.) operate. The functioning of these
phenomena in the context of a specific technology is the main focus of research on the
topic.

Topics range from macrostructural models to interpersonal behavior, close
relationships and the behavior of groups of people and communities. Suggested
directions could include:

Social structures and cultural identities;

Patterns of everyday activities in different cultural and social contexts;

Cultural relations and practices of belonging and bonding: people, groups of people,
human and non-human beings;

Urban and natural environments as inspirations for human behavior and patterns of
relationships;

Behavioral patterns in the face of change, transformation, crises, catastrophes;
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Digital and physical (analogue) spaces as backgrounds for human relationships,
communities, or group behavior;

Cultural, intercultural, transcultural interfaces and the transit, hybridization,
displacement, and change of behavioral patterns;

Behavioral patterns in the context of the relationship between tradition and modernity;
Patterns of family, clan, tribal relations;

Cultural models of values and ideas;

Emotions and their expression in cultural and social contexts;

Normative (appropriate, inappropriate behavior), alternative behavior;

Politeness, overt and covert patterns of behavior, lying, gossip;

Institutional and practical (traditional, spontaneous) knowledge;

Ideal, actual, and expected behavior;

Musical behavior, artistic self-expression in cultural and social contexts;

4. Kultuiriné, etniné, regioniné
tapatybé ir kultiiry sgveika

Cultural, ethnic, regional identity and
cultural interaction

Temoje kvieCiama, remiantis $iuolaikinémis socialinés ir kultarinés antropologijos
teorijomis bei etnologiniy empiriniy tyrimy metodologijomis, akyliau pazvelgti j
jvairias individualios bei kolektyvinés tapatybés formas ir raiSkos bei sklaidos
pavidalus, kuriais individai patys save nusako, patiria ir reflektuoja tiek Lietuvoje, tiek
Azijos bei kitose regionuose. Ypatinga reik§mé skiriama kultiirinei tapatybei ir jos
slinktims vykstant kultliry sgveikos procesams niidienos glokalizacijos sglygomis.
Nors tapatybé yra nepastovus, lankstus ir abstraktus reiskinys, budai ir raiskos, kuriais
ji igyvendinama, daznai yra atviri. Tapatybé iSrySkéja naudojant tokias Zymes, kaip
kalba, apranga, elgesys ir erdvinis pasirinkimas, kuriy poveikis priklauso nuo to, ar jas
atpazjsta kitos socialinés bitybés. Kaip, kuo remiantis konstruojamos etning, kalbiné,
religing, tauting, lytiné, socialing, kulttiring, etc., tapatybés, kiek jos yra fiksuotos, kas
lemia jy takumg ir kaitos strategijas? Kokj vaidmen;j atlieka atitinkami politiniai ir
istoriniai kontekstai, kuriems biidingi debatai klasiy, rasiy ir etninés priklausomybés
klausimais? Kaip skirtingos socialinés situacijos vercia Zmones laikytis skirtingy
tapatybiy? Dél ko asmenys ar grupés gali jaustis atstumti, marginalizuoti, noréti keisti
grupes ir tapatybes, arba i§ naujo interpretuoti tam tikrus nuosavos tapatybés
komponentus? Ar jmanoma Zvelgti j tapatybe kaip atskiras praktikos ir analizés
kategorijas? Kaip priklausymo bendruomenei idéja skirtingai konstruoja atskiri jos
nariai ir kaip grupés nariai suvokia tapatybés ribas?

The topic offers a closer look, based on contemporary theories of social and cultural
anthropology and ethnological empirical research methodologies, at the various forms
of individual and collective identity and the ways in which individuals define,
experience and reflect on themselves in Lithuania, Asia, or other regions. Particular
attention is paid to cultural identity and its fluctuations under the influence of the
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processes of interaction between different cultures in the context of contemporary
glocalization. Although identity is a fluid, flexible, and abstract phenomenon, its
manifestations and the ways in which it is enacted are often open-ended. Identity is
expressed through signs such as language, dress, behavior, and spatial choices, the
effects of which depend on their recognition by other social beings. How, and on what
basis are ethnic, linguistic, religious, national, sexual, social, cultural, etc. identities
constructed, to what extent are they fixed, what determines their fluidity and strategies
of change? What is the role of the respective political and historical contexts in which
debates on class, race, and ethnicity take place? How do different social situations
make people cling to different identities, which can lead some to feel excluded,
marginalized, wishing to change groups and identities, or reinterpret certain
components of their own identity.

5. Teoriniai ir metodologiniai
tradicijos tyrimai. Tradicijair
Siuolaikiné kultiira. Tradicija ir
kiirybiné raiska

Theoretical and methodological
studies of tradition. Tradition and
contemporary culture. Tradition and
creative expression

Tradicijos sgvoka yra viena i§ esminiy etnologiniuose tyrimuose, dél ko kvie¢iama
gilintis ] esamus jos konceptualizavimo buidus ir jy prielaidas, o kartu plétoti ir testi
konceptualizavimo galimybes. Skirtingos metodologinés prieigos iSkelia tradicijos
laikiskumo aspekta, perdavimo / perémimo, pasikartojimo ir tapatybés tvirtinimo
démenis, leidzia stebéti tradicijy iSlikimo ir keitimosi désningumus.

Taip pat kvie¢iama aiskintis skirtingus tradicijos ir $iuolaikinés kulttiros derinius: nuo
atmetimo, perkeitimo iki latentinio tesimo bei samoningo saugojimo, gilinantis |
skirtingus istorinius ir kulttrinius laikotarpius. Tradicija suprantant kaip apimancig
materialing ir nematerialine kultlira, jvairius Zmogaus raiskos ir patirties telkimo
budus, zinija ir gaminima, bendravimo formas, santykius, elgsenas, laikysenas,
kvieCiama analizuoti tradiciSkumo ir kiirybiSkumo santykj skirtingose kasdienio
gyvenimo praktikose bei profesionalios kiirybos (literattiros, dailés, muzikos, Sokio,
kino, etc.) procesuose bei rezultatuose. Atskirai akinama aiSkintis, kaip Lietuvos
tradiciné kultira veikia Siandienos kasdienés ir profesionalios kultiiros lauke ir,
analizuojant kity krasty analogus, ieSkoti perspektyviy jos veikimo budy bei jy
politiniy apibrézciy, atskira démesj skiriant edukaciniams procesams.

The definition of tradition is a principal one in ethnological studies. Thus, the topic
suggests delving into the existing ways and their presumptions for conceptualizing
tradition, together with developing and continuing the possibilities of its
conceptualization. Different methodological approaches emphasize the temporal
aspect of tradition, the components of transfer / adoption and reiteration / identity
assertion, and allow us to observe trends of the survival and change of traditions.

The topic also invites students to research combinations of traditional and
contemporary culture: from rejection and change to latent continuation and conscious
preservation, with particular emphasis on different historical and cultural periods.
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Seeing that tradition may include material and non-material culture, various ways of
human expression and experience collection, knowledge and manufacturing, forms of
communication, relationships, behaviors, and attitudes, this topic proposes that
students analyze the relationship between traditionalism and creativity in different
forms of daily practice as well as in processes and results of professional art (literature,
visual art, music, dance, cinema, etc.). A separate emphasis can be placed on how
traditional Lithuanian culture functions in today’s daily and professional culture and,
by analyzing analogues from other countries, on the potential ways it could function
and their political definitions, with additional focus on educational processes.

6. Pasakojimas, muzika, Sokis,
vizualumas, poetika,
performatyvumas tradicinéje
kultiiroje

Narration, music, and dance in
traditional culture. Poetics, visuality,
and performativity

Tematika aprépia jvairiy tradicinés kultiros sri¢iy — pasakojimo, muzikos
(instrumentinés ir vokalinés) ir Sokio — struktirinius, semantinius, istorinius,
sociokulttirinius, psichoakustinius tyrimus. Svarbi iSlieka etnogenezés ir kultfiriniy
mainy problematika. Skatinama démesj sutelkti ] muzikavimo ir kity praktiky
gyvavimo budus ne tik tradicinéje agrarinéje bendruomenéje, bet ir modernioje
urbanizuotoje visuomengje. Nykstant riboms tarp sakytinés ir rasytinés kulttiros, tarp
liaudies ir autorinés kiirybos, didéja démesys tradicinio muzikavimo sgsajoms su
profesionaligja, stilizuota, populiarigja muzika ir pan. ISrySkéja nauji tradiciniy kiiréjy
santykiai su tautiSkumu, lokalumu / globalumu, populiarigja kultiira, kontrkultiira,
subkulttira. Ypac svarbus tampa $iy kiiréjy tapatumo — individualaus / grupés, tautinio,
kulttirinio — Klausimas.

Svarbus yra muzikuojan¢iy / pasakojanciy asmeny (grupiy, bendrijy) repertuaro
klausimas tradicijos / normos, kiirybingumo aspektais. Ypatinga vieta skirtina
performatyvumui — asmens / grupés / bendrijos atlikimo ypatumams. Muzikavimas /
dainavimas / Sokis / pasakojimas suvokiamas kaip vyksmas, kurio metu pasireiSkia
asmens / grupés kurybiskumas, atsiskleidzia individualios raisSkos priemonés, savita
artikuliacija. Viena i§ galimy kryp¢iy — performatyvumas, susijgs su teatriSkumo
prigimtimi, jo apraiSkomis archajinéje kultiiroje (apeigose, ritualuose) ir nauja raiska
Siuolaikiniame teatre.

Muzikavimas / Sokis — ne tik meninis, bet ir sociokultirinis reiSkinys, Siandien
besireiskiantis naujomis formomis (tradiciniy Sokiy klubai, ,,sutartiniy ratas“ ir kt.).
Svarbi vizualiné fiksacija (video, foto) — kaip metodas ir kaip tradicinés kultiiros
paveldo Saltinis.

This topic is focused on the structural, semantic, historical, sociocultural, and
psychoacoustic studies of traditional cultural activities — storytelling, music (vocal and
instrumental), and dance. Particularly relevant is the problem of ethnogenesis and
cultural exchange. Students are invited to study the ways in which these traditional
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cultural activities are preserved not only within the agrarian communities but also the
modern urban society. As the lines between oral and written culture, and between folk
and authorial works, become more blurred, increasingly more attention is paid to the
connections between traditional music and professional, stylized, popular music etc.
New relationships emerge between traditional artists and folk culture, locality /
globality, popular culture, counterculture, and subculture. Especially important is the
question of artistic identity on individual / group, national, and cultural levels.

The question of the repertoire of musical performers / storytellers (or their groups,
communities) is important in terms of tradition / norm and in terms of creativity. The
performative aspect is especially important — namely the features of performance of
different individuals, groups, or communities. Musical performance / singing /
dancing / storytelling is considered to be an action expressing the creativity of an
individual or group, revealing individual means of expression and articulation. One
possible avenue of research is through the nature of performance, associated with its
theatrical origin and its expressions both in archaic culture (rites, rituals) and in
contemporary theater.

Musical performance / dance — not only an artistic but also a sociocultural
phenomenon that develops new forms of expression over time.

Visual capturing (videos or photographs) can be used both as a method and as a source
of traditional cultural heritage.

7. Tradicinis pasaulévaizdis, Zinija,
religija, mitologija, ideologija

Traditional worldview, knowledge,
and religion, mythology and ideology

Sioje temoje j tradicine pasauléjauta sifiloma gilintis jvairiais aspektais: pasauléjauta
kaip vertybiy sistema, tradiciniy vertybiy funkcionavimas socialiniuose, politiniuose
ir kituose kontekstuose ir kaita, kultiriné pasaulio kategorizacija, tam tikry Zenkly ir
simboliy reik§meé, folkloriniai tikéjimai kaip normatyviné strukttra ir kt. Svarbus
tyrimo aspektas yra universaliy idéjy (pvz., gyvybés, grozio, likimo, laiko,sveikatos
ir kt.) ir savity kulttriniy / socialiniy / religiniy / filosofiniy kategorijy santykis.
Tyrimai gali biiti nukreipti | mitinio pasaulévaizdzio rekonstrukcija, taip pat atliekami
lyginamieji mitologijos, atskiry tautosakos zanry tyrimai. Etninés zinijos tyrimai
apimty Sias kategorijas: liaudies kalendoriy ir metrologija, etnoastronomija ir tradicine
kosmologija, astrologija, etnometeorologija, etnozoologija ir etnobotanika, etnine
medicing, ligy etiologijos ir gydymo sistemas, liaudies gydytojus ir kt. Galima tyrimy
kryptis - tradicinés pasauléjautos Siuolaikinés transformacijos. Religijos temoje
silloma analizuoti dievybés ir S§ventumo sampratg, zmogaus ir pasaulio sarangos
religinius konceptus, kulta, religinj elgesj, religines organizacijas, Sventasias vietas,
religines ir ritualines praktikas tradicinése ir Siuolaikinése bendruomenése, liaudies
religija, magines praktikas, Siuolaikinius religinius judéjimus (jy tradicijos tasa,
rekonstrukcijg ir transformacija) ir kt.. Atskiro démesio nusipelno balty religija ir
mitologija: jos tarpdisciplininiai tyrimai, balty dievybiy funkcijy bei vardy tyrimas.
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Taip pat kvieCiama teikti temas apie balty kultiiros tagsg XXI a. (gyvaja tradicija,
rekonstrukcijas, inovacijas): tyrimui gali biiti pasirenkami jvairtis kultiiros aspektai:
pasaulézitra, kasdieninés praktikos, $ventés, festivaliai, meniné ar literatliriné raiska
ir kti.

This topic proposes that students examine traditional worldviews through the
following aspects: worldviews as value systems, the functioning of traditional values
in social, political, and other contexts and changes thereof, cultural categorizations of
the world, meanings of particular signs and symbols, folkloric religions as normative
structures, etc. An important aspect of research are fundamental ideas and unique
cultural / social / religious / philosophical categories. These categories include the
concepts of life and death (as a complex of ethnological, religious, and psychological
aspects), time and age, fate, beauty, health and disease, and other cultural-
philosophical concepts. Studies may be directed at the reconstruction of a
mythological worldview, comparative mythology, and comparisons of different
genres of folklore. Ethnic knowledge studies would include the following fields: folk
calendars and metrology, ethnoastronomy and traditional cosmology, astrology,
ethno-meteorology, ethnozoology and ethnobotany, ethnic medicine, disease etiology
and treatment systems, folk doctors, etc. A potential direction for research — traditional
worldviews, their artistic expression, and contemporary transformations. In terms of
studies of religion, this topic suggests research on the concept of deities and holiness,
the structure of humans and the world with religious concepts, cult studies, religious
behavior, religious organizations, holy sites, natural cultures and religions, religious
and ritualistic practice in traditional and contemporary communities, folk religion,
magical practice, contemporary religious movements (their tradition, reconstruction,
and transformation). A separate field of research is Baltic religion and mythology:
interdisciplinary research or studies on the names and functions of Baltic deities.

8. Etnologijos istorija,
komunikacija, edukacija, terapija

History of ethnology, ethnological
communication, education, and
therapy

Tematika aprépia etnologijos kaip disciplinos istorijg bei jos komunikacija praeityje ir
Siandien. Taip pat laukiami disertacijy projektai, skirti tradicinés kultiiros
panaudojimui §vietimo ir terapijos srityse.

IS etnologijos istorijos siiloma nagrinéti etnografijos, folkloro, mitologijos duomeny
rinkimo procesus ir tyrimus skirtingais istoriniais laikotarpiais, analizuoti istoriniy,
socialiniy, ideologiniy bei kulttiriniy aplinkybiy jtaka tirtoms temoms bei metodams,
nagrinéti atskiry asmenybiy bei jy darby jnasa i etnologijos moksla.

Komunikaciniu aspektu kvieCiame tirti tradicinés kultiiros ir folkloro sklaida
skaitmeninéje erdvéje, recepcija vieSojoje erdvéje, komunikacija Ziniasklaidoje,
naudojima reklamoje, politiniame diskurse ir kitose sferose. Taip pat aktualiis etninio
paveldo reprezentavimo grozinéje literatiiroje, Siuolaiking¢je muzikoje, mene,
kinematografijoje tyrimai. Ypatingo démesio nusipelno tradicinés kultliros
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komunikavimas ugdymo procese (pvz., mokyklinése programose, edukaciniuose
renginiuose ir pan.). Taip pat kvieCiame teikti projektus, skirtus tradicinés kultiiros
pedagoginiams ir terapiniams aspektams bei jy adaptacijai Siuolaikiniame pasaulyje.

This topic covers the history of ethnology as a discipline as well as its past and present
communication. Potential directions would also include the application of traditional
culture in education and therapy.

Regarding the history of ethnology, this topic invites students to examine the processes
of ethnological, folkloristic, and mythological data gathering and studies conducted in
these fields at different historical periods. It also supports studies analyzing the
influence of historical, social, ideological, and cultural circumstances on the
researched topics and methods used. Potential studies can also be concerned with
individual scholars and their contributions to the field of ethnology.

In terms of the communicational aspect, we suggest examining the dissemination of
traditional culture and folklore in the digital space, its reception in the public space,
communication in the media, and usage in advertising, political discourse, and other
spheres. Another direction could be associated with the communication of traditional
culture in the educational process (e.g., school curricula, educational events, etc.). We
also invite students to submit projects on the educational and therapeutic aspects of
traditional culture and their application in the contemporary world.
