Introduction

The Institute of Lithuanian Literature and Folklore (LLTT) is launching a
new peer-reviewed thematic publication of the Lithuanian Folklore Ar-
chives (LFA) titled “The Yearly Cycle: the Inexhaustible Source of the Lith-
uanian Folklore Archives.” This is a continuous, thematic, and bilingual
electronic publication available in the e-publications section of the LLTI
website and on the LFA website.

The publication is in both Lithuanian and English to present and make
the LFA funds accessible to as broad a public as possible. Each issue is ded-
icated to a different seasonal traditional holiday, thus covering the entire
year and highlighting the cyclical nature of Lithuanian culture. The publi-
cation’s journey begins in winter with Advent and the winter holidays, then
continues with Lent and springtime customs, summer holiday traditions,
and closes with the heritage of autumn rituals and community customs.

This seasonal thematic format allows the LFA to present the folklore it
preserves as a living, diverse, and accessible source relevant to both Lithu-
anian and foreign readers, especially Lithuanians living abroad, who want
to preserve and strengthen their connection to their cultural roots and an-
cestral traditions.

The published folklore items are drawn from collections preserved in
the Lithuanian Folklore Archives: the folklore collections of the Lithuanian
Scientific Society (LMD), which began to be assembled as early as the be-
ginning of the 20th century, and the manuscript collections of the Lithu-
anian Folklore Archives (LTR), which started to be systematically record-
ed and archived during the interwar period in Lithuania. For each folklore
item, a reference code (including the name of the collection, number, and
other metadata) is provided, enabling readers to easily locate the original
texts in the Lithuanian Folklore Archives database; for easier and faster ac-
cess, a QR code is also included.

The Lithuanian Folklore Archives (LFA) at the Institute of Lithuanian
Literature and Folklore is the oldest and largest repository of Lithuanian
folklore. Established in Kaunas in 1935, the archives soon became the na-
tional center for the collection and preservation of folklore, and it remains

At the
same time the texts are adapted for contemporary readers — clear, engaging, and
relevant to anyone interested in Lithuania’s past, folklore, history, and culture.

Along the Path of the Christmas Star —
Over the Silver Bridge

During one of her concerts, Lithuanian folk singer Veronika Povilioniené
reflected between songs: the silver bridge mentioned in these songs be-
tween the stars and the earth is one of the most beautiful winter rituals
that lasts through the anticipation of Advent, the miracle of Christmas Eve
and Day, the gateway of the New Year, all the way up to the meeting of the
Three Kings on their journey, known as the Epiphany.

This theme is one of the most abundant in the manuscript collections
of the Lithuanian Folklore Archives (LFA) at the Institute of Lithuanian
Literature and Folklore. A wealth of beautiful, surprising and meaningful
texts of songs, fairy tales, and legends that convey the mysteries of the cre-
ation of the world, as well as a colorful array of short texts, especially beliefs,
divinations, and advice on how to shape a more favorable future of har-
mony and prosperity for oneself and one’s surroundings. Every year, as the
last month of the year ushers in the Advent season, journalists, educators,
and people from various professions approach folklorists to seek wisdom
from the heritage of ethnoculture. Every year during the holiday season, the
“treasure chests” in the archives are opened, and each time new discoveries
are made that had not been noticed before...

Dear readers, we invite you to join us on a journey along the paths illu-
minated by the Christmas star, which we hope will be laden with treasures
stored in the folklore archives.

Advent covers the four Sundays and weeks before Christmas. It is a time
that invites us to calm down, reflect on the past year, consider what needs
to change, cleanse our bodies with light fasting, and clear our minds and
spirits with kind thoughts and resolutions.

Advent wreaths are not just pretty decorations: by making them and
decorating them with four candles symbolizing the four cardinal directions
and the four seasons of the year, we learn to communicate calmly, to re-

quest, and to apologize. Advent is traditionally a quieter time, encouraging
us to refrain from lavish feasts and noisy celebrations, but that is not to say
that people had to sit at home in sorrow and gloom. On the contrary, it is
a time of great preparation. We prepare seriously for the AD VENTUM
(“the coming” in Latin), because an important transition is approaching:
the annual solstice marks a turn toward the lighter part of the year and the
return of the sun is linked in the Christian worldview to the birth of Baby
Jesus who will save humanity. We hope to start living anew, to say good-
bye to what is old, what hinders us, what we are tired of, what is unpleas-
ant or simply no longer necessary. This requires daily concentration and
long-lasting patience:

During Advent, you need to count 12 stars on 12 nights, then go to
sleep without talking to anybody — on any one of those nights, you may
dream about things that are important for the future.

You need to break off an apple or pear tree branch and place it in
water. If it blooms by Christmas, the coming year will be a happy one.

There are many fateful days and hours during Advent, so it is
necessary to constantly think and talk about future plans and avoid

saying bad things.

If all people in the world could endure Advent without quarreling,
universal peace would reign on earth next year...

The latter promise is the most desirable. But how can we become wor-
thy of it? Let us seek answers in the wisdom passed down from previous
generations.

St. Andrew’s Day (November 30th) opens the gates to Advent. St. Andrew
is the patron saint of youth, love, and marriage. An integral part of the eve
of this day is fortune telling, also known as divination: at dusk, run to the
well, circle it backwards three times, scattering hemp (poppy seeds or oats) be-

Zmonéms ta diena buvusi labai gera, kadangi anais laikais, kai algos
budavo mokamos kartg per metus, sv. Mikalojus rupinosi, kad darbdaviai
tinkamai ir teisingai sumokéty, kas sutarta, gerus darbininkus pamalo-
ninty ,,magaryciomsis . Amziams slenkant nejucia Sventasis Mikalojus
tapo Kalédy Seneliu arba Santa Klausu. Vardas keitési perémus vo-
kiska mazybinj kreipinj Klaus. Dabar senasis Mikalojus ramiai Zitiri,
kaip provaikaitis Santa Klausas sukasi su dovanomis, ripinasi elniy
kinkiniais, skaito vaiky laiSkus su naiviomis iSpazintimis ir nenuspé-
jamais prasymais.

hind you. After saying the words: “St. Andrew, I am sowing hemp seeds (poppy
or oats), send me a helper when I need to harvest,” then look into the water - if
stars are shining or music is playing, then a wedding is coming soon. If not, then
continue to sow a path from the well to the house, around the bed, eat something
salty and go to sleep. Who brings you drink in your dream? Nobody? Well then,
repeat the ritual next year.

Each of these “spells” has a mythological basis: it is a time that opens up
between the past and the future. The well seems to reflect the path to the
other world, from where the awaited message may come. Walking back-
wards is a way of outwitting evil fate (this is also a way of protecting oneself
in other cases of misfortune). In mythological thinking, dreams are lessons
of a higher wisdom. We can offer such an expansive explanation of the rit-
uals because everything presented in the folklore texts is repeated through-
out the Advent period, sometimes in separate fragments and details.

On St. Nicholas’s Day (December 6th), horses received attention and
thanks for their hard work. Steeds were once participants in faraway mili-
tary campaigns. Therefore, according to numerous songs, Lithuania’s Kaleé-
da (Mr. Christmas) and Kalédiené (Mrs. Christmas) arrive in a “new carriage,
drawn by a bay steed.”

This day was very good for people because in those days, when wages were
paid once a year, St. Nicholas made sure that employers paid what had been
agreed upon properly and fairly, and rewarded good workers with bonuses
called “magarycios”. Over time, St. Nicholas became Santa Claus. The name
change occurred when the German diminutive form of Klaus was adopt-
ed. Now, the old St. Nicholas calmly watches as his great-grandson, Santa
Claus, rushes around with gifts, cares for his reindeer, and reads children’s
letters with naive confessions and unpredictable requests.

From St. Lucy’s Day (Santa Lucia, December 13th), people would stay up
later in the dark evenings, telling tales, legends, and didactic stories, or
playing Advent games. From this day until Christmas Eve, the weather was
observed: each day corresponded to a month of the following year in se-

Mikalojaus dienos, kada gave meti-
nes algas, visi Zvalgydavosi puoSnesnés ir Siltesnés aprangos: kailiniy,
veltiniy, mezginiy. Tq primindavo patarlé, kad Zmogy sutinka pagal
rubg, o palydi pagal protq. Antrosios savaités turgadienis — Skaistatur-
gis. Jeigu mety uzdarbis buvo geras, nuo butiniausiy pirkty dalyky
dar liko pinigéliy, didelis dziaugsmas jsigyti Siek tiek prabangos: gal
kiSeninj laikrodi, gal dviratj, merginoms — $ilko skareliy, kaspiny, pa-
puosaly. Jei ripédavo ka pradziuginti kalédine dovana, to irgi ieSkojo
Skaistaturgyje. Paskutinysis — Saldaturgis buvo skirtas tam, kad Zmo-
nés galéty susirasti visko, ko dar triksta Sventiniam stalui: ko nepavy-
ko uzsiauginti savo tkyje ar gauti pasikeic¢iant su kaimynais — saldu-
mynuy, prieskoniy, vaisiy ir kity skanésty Sv.

quence. For example, whatever the weather was like on December 13th pre-
dicts the weather for January and so on. It was important to note what the
morning, noon, and evening were like, as these parts of the day correspond
to the three decades of the month. The cold of winter correlated with the
heat of the summer and so on. Schoolchildren of the early 20th century kept
weather observation notebooks. Later, this was forgotten, but the Swedes
reminded us of St. Lucy’s Day at the end of the last century.

People today tend to criticize early pre-holiday shopping, but in the
past, Advent was also a time for markets. Advent markets were held on
one of the regular market days of the week, but they were extraordinary,
as evidenced by their intriguing titles: seskaturgis (ferretmarket), skaistat-
urgis (brightmarket), saldaturgis (sweetmarket). The first occurs immedi-
ately after St. Nicholas’s day, when people received their annual wages and
went looking for more elegant and warmer winter wear: fur coats, wool
boots, and knitted items. This was reflected in the proverb “When greeting
a person, size him up by his apparel, when bidding goodbye, size him up by
his brain.” The market day of the second week is Skaistaturgis. If the year’s
earnings were good and there was money left after buying the essentials,
people would treat themselves to a little luxury: a pocket watch, a bicycle,
or for girls — silk scarves, ribbons, and jewelry. If you wanted to cheer some-
one up with a Christmas gift, you would search for it at Skaistaturgis. The
final Advent market day - Saldaturgis - was for finding anything that was
still missing for the festive table, anything that could not be grown on one’s
own farm or exchanged with neighbors. Perhaps these were store-bought
sweets, spices, “overseas” fruits, and other delicacies as gifts and items for
the Christmas feast.

Christmas Eve (December 24th) is a grand evening of thanksgiving, which
is a national intangible cultural heritage treasure of Lithuania.

City lights often obscure the beauty of the starry night sky, but in rural
areas, children can still enjoy a special treat — to watch out for the first star to
appear in the sky. According to old traditions, by that time, the domestic ani-
mals must be well fed, food must be placed in the feeders and troughs in the nearby

forests, people must have finished bathing in the saunas and should be dressed in
fresh, clean clothes, and the table must be laden with meaningful dishes. On it are
the bounty of the earth, forests, waters, and the fruits of human labor. Bread and
other grain dishes are the work of the father, the farmer. Beets, cabbage, and oth-
er vegetables come from the mother’s gardens, the homemaker’s realm. The fish-
erman, gardener, and beekeeper also contribute their share. Nuts, mushrooms,
and other forest delicacies gathered by children also find their place. No one comes
empty-handed, there are no idlers, everyone is honored, and everyone must taste
a little of each dish. The words spoken when sharing the Christmas wafer are pro-
phetic, so they must be chosen and spoken with love. As Petras Zalanskas, a sing-
er and safekeeper of Dzukija folklore, teaches that everyone who breaks the
Christmas wafer from your hand must be thanked for their good deeds and
granted wishes for their desires to come true in the future.

Many Lithuanian schools did a wonderful job of reviving national
customs during the first decade of Lithuania’s regained independence. On
the last day before the Christmas holidays, they invited students to a joint
Christmas Eve rehearsal: appropriate dishes were placed on the table, guests
explained the meaning of the Christmas wafer and other rituals, they told
fortunes, and recounted legends. Thus, the concept of a holy evening re-
turned to many families who had not preserved the old customs.

In the manuscript section of the LFA there is a vast variety of spells and
predictions that are practiced in the time between Christmas Eve dinner
and Christmas morning. On the holy night, animals speak as humans in the
barn. At midnight, water in the well becomes sweet and in some places it turns to
wine. Children peek out the window before falling asleep, hoping to see the white,
nine-antlered elk come running from the forest, bringing Christmas. Somehow,
in later times, gifts began to appear beneath the Christmas tree. If anyone
woke up, they would immediately run to check if gifts were already there. After
spending such a joyfully restless night, sleeping in in the morning was especially
sweet, so adults would go to church on their own where they could see the new-
born Baby Jesus in the decorated “Bethlehem” and pray to him. When the chil-
dren saw the adults returning, they would quickly lock the door and ask those
knocking, “What is the name of the Baby Boy?” Traditionally, they had to sing

at least one verse of a Christmas carol (“Hail, Newborn Jesus” or some other)
and say what gifts they had brought. Then everyone would happily sit down at
the festive Christmas table, which was laden not only with meat, dairy products,
and cakes, but also with untasted delicacies brought from elsewhere. A cheerful,
friendly inter-holiday period called Tarpukalédziai (within the Christmas
days) or Sventvakariai (Holy Evenings) would begin, full of various activ-
ities. In accounts from our elders we read that during this time between
Christmas and Epiphany, Old Man Christmas would walk around greeting
people with the words: “T am Christmas. I have come from a land where there
are mountains of flour, rivers of mead, lakes of beer, where it rains candy and
snows pretzels. I bring a bag full of treasures: happiness, harvest, and all kinds of
good things.” Upon entering the hut, he would throw a handful of grain toward
the head of the table so that the year would be bountiful. Sometimes he was accom-
panied by 12 Lads — young men tasked with chasing away evil spirits. They would
walk around cracking whips, ringing bells, rattling noisemakers, and singing
holy hymns. Elsewhere, unexpected guests called blukvilkiai and varmasai,
or other names for people dressed in costumes who brought well-wishes
and good fortune. Later, the saying remained “Christmas visitors are only
priests and beggars.” However, according to this saying, kalendravojimas, or
the custom of priests visiting parishioners, is gradually reviving.

After reading the writings of Vilnius residents and nobles from previ-
ous centuries, we see that from Christmas to Shrove Tuesday, masked balls
were held every week, during which people would joke around. An intrigu-
ing rule is that once the clock strikes twelve, everyone must remove their
masks. Once you showed your true face, you had to create a new disguise
for next time.

In the district of Siduva, near Pajevoniai and Graziskiai, an interesting
inter-holiday ritual, included in the list of Lithuania’s intangible cultural
heritage, has survived to this day: Syvio $okdinimas (the dancing/leaping
of the Steed). A young man dressed as a horseman rides a specially adapted
“horse”, accompanied by a merry crowd: the leader of the bunch, the sluocius
(sweeper), sweeps the square, which is guarded by soldiers and other char-
acters. The horse “Syvis” jumps nimbly, “spreading joy from his horseshoes”

and earns “oats” or treats in return. Elsewhere, especially in southeastern
Lithuania, carolling customs of the Three Kings held out longer, accom-
panied by an angel carrying a star, a devil set on hindering him, the Grim
Reaper, and other masks. But they always visited farms, wishing people
happiness, and were rewarded with gifts and treats for their kind words.

New Year — it just so happened that the whole world agreed to consider
January 1 as the beginning of the year. According to understandings of the
traditional calendar, the way we greet this day predicts the coming year:
get up early, think, plan, and begin the most important tasks, and try to
meet up with the most cherished and important people. In short, we should
start doing everything that we believe will bring fulfillment in the future.
While researching folklore collections and comparing information, one
more thing stood out: if family members were not able to all gather on the
Great Evening of Thanksgiving on Christmas Eve, then one could repeat
the key customs of Christmas Eve up to three times. Little Christmas Eve or
Kucelés were no longer part of the fasting period, thus referred to as “fatty,”
and were celebrated on New Year’s Eve; the same “small” Kucios could be
held once again before the Three Kings or Epiphany. If repeated on New
Year’s Eve, then not only was the breaking of the holy Christmas Eve wafers
repeated at the table, but so were some of the divinations and predictions.

On the eve of the Three Kings’ Day (January 6th) or Epiphany, the dooz-
ways of houses are marked with the symbolic letters +K+M+B written in
blessed chalk, indicating St. Caspar, St. Melchior, and St. Balthazar. The
cross before each letter references their saintly status, while the initials are
of the three wisemen who came to greet the newborn Lord. It has been not-
ed that Kings and their entourage once performed the ritualized marking of
farmsteads. According to A.]. Greimas, these may have been the oldest and
most influential men of tribes and other communities. Later, the tradition
of dressing up was entrusted to young people, even children, and remains
to this day as can be seen in the theatrical celebration in the City of Vilnius.
However, the people of previous generations left us with an important rule:

do not forget to mark the doors of your homes with crosses above or before
each letter. The reason for this is explained in a legend recorded in the mid-
20th century by regional historians of Kaunas in villages along the Nemu-
nas River before they were flooded to make the Kaunas lagoon:

Devils, just like people, decorate a Christmas tree in Hell and celebrate the
start of the year. However, their merry-making is devilish: they get drunk, fight,
break and destroy everything... When they come to and shake off their hangovers,
they understand that not a single bauble remains on the tree and they head out to
find new ones among people. And what are those baubles? People affected by the
vice of vanity...

Wishing ourselves and others not to fall into such a devilish trap, let
us consider: what would help us live each day of the year in a meaningful
way? From the inexhaustible living source — the rich archive of Lithuanian
folklore let us search and learn from the wisdom that has been preserved for
generations and passed down to us and our descendants, tested and refined
by many well-lived lives. As always, our ancestors leave us not only with in-
disputable truths but also with playful tricks so that we would think, doubt,
and find out for ourselves what is logical, meaningful, and valuable.

For each folklore item, an archival reference (in-
cluding the collection name, number, and other metadata) is provided,
enabling the original texts to be easily located in the Lithuanian Folk-
lore Archives database.

St. Andrew’s Day

November 30

St. Andrew’s day marks the beginning of Advent and the anticipation of the re-
turn of the sun — the transition from the dark time of year to the return of light.
In folk tradition, this was a magical time, especially important for unmarried
girls, who, since ancient times, have devoted this day to fortune-telling and love
spells. After all, they wanted to know who they would marry, how many children
they would have, and what kind of fate married life had in store for them. In
the LFA archives, St. Andrew appears as the guardian of unmarried girls’ love
concerns— the keeper of secrets and the confidant of the heart, who helped them to
coax the future with symbolic language and to interpret the signs of fate.

Dream Prophecies

* In the evening, before St. Andrew’s Day, when going to bed, one must
scatter hemp seeds with their non-dominant hand and say: “St. An-
drew, I am sowing the hemp. May whoever wants to marry me come
and pull the hemp.” LMD III 20/95.

* On St. Andrew’s night, hemp seeds are scattered around the well.
When walking around the well, scatter seeds three times. Returning
home, scatter the path toward the house with hemp seeds, and later,
the bed itself. Before lying down, say: “Andrew, Andrew, I sowed the
hemp, give me a happy dream.” That night, you must dream of your
future husband or yourself in marriage. LTR 723/168.

* Before St. Andrew’s Day, during the vigil, you must not eat anything all
day, but in the evening, eat a whole herring and lie down to sleep. That
night, you will dream of a person who gives you a drink — that person
will be your future husband or wife. LTR 730/33.

* To find out who you will marry, on the eve of St. Andrew’s Day, you
must wash yourself in the evening, place a towel nearby, and lie down
to sleep. Whoever wipes your face with the towel in your dream will be
your future husband or wife. LTR 320/12.

Fate Foretold by Animals

To find out who you will marry, you need to bake some cakes on St. An-
drew’s Day and give each of them the name of a boy you like — someone
you would like to marry. Place the cakes on the doorstep and let the dog
sniff them. Whichever cake the dog snatches first will be the boy that
you will marry. LMD I 666/2.

On St. Andrew’s day, girls stand in a circle. A rooster or goose is let into
the middle of the circle. Whichever girl the goose or the rooster pecks
at will marry that year. LMD III 24/19.

Make 7-8 pancakes from rye flour, then hide them so that no one
would see them, and on each one write the first letter of a boy’s name,
so it would be clear which pancake is whose. On St. Andrew’s eve, place
the pancakes in a circle and bring a bird — a rooster, hen, or a goose.
Whichever pancake the bird pecks at first will indicate who will proba-
bly become your future husband. LTR 507/477.

Silent Signs of the Future

In order to find out who you will marry, on St. Andrew’s or on Christ-
mas Eve, you must write down three last names — each on a separate
card — and place them under your pillow. The last names on the cards
should be of young men that you fancy. When you first awake, you
must pull one of the cards, read the last name, then place it back with
the other cards and shuffle them. When you wake up a second time, re-

On St. Andrew’s eve, place a rosary under the doorstep of one entry to
the house, place a flower under a second entry, and place a woman’s
head covering (¢epciukas) under the third entry. If you dream of a rosary
that night, you will remain single and lead a pious life; if you dream of
the flower, you will not marry for a long time, and if you dream of the
headdress, then married life awaits. That same evening, girls foretell
their fate with shoes: they place their right-foot shoes in a row, one af-
ter the other, heading toward the door. The shoes are carried over in
a single file from the end of the row toward the front. Whoever’s shoe
crosses the threshold first and winds up on the other side of the door-
way, she will be the first to marry... LTR 507/475.

In order to find out whether a girl will get married before the next
Christmas, on St. Andrew’s Day, you must break off a cherry branch
and place it in a bottle with water. Place the bottle in a dark place and
don’t look at the branch over the entire Advent period, otherwise the
spell will not work. After the Christmas Eve dinner, inspect the branch:
if it has bloomed toward the top, the girl will marry soon, but if the
branch has bloomed toward the bottom near the water, then the wed-
ding will take place toward the end of the year. LMD I 401/1.

Christmas Eve and Christmas Day
December 24—26

Christmas Eve and Christmas Day — the culmination of the Advent period
marks the transition from the darkest time of the ‘year to the dawn of hope and
rebirth. Christmas Eve is perceived as a time of solemnity and communion, when
the family circle, the symbolic fullness of the year, and the anticipation of the
furst evening star unite with the ancient worldview about the sacred transfor-
mation of nature and the closeness of the invisible world. It was a mysterious
night, shrouded in magic, when the future was seen as more accessible through
symbolic fortune-telling, fun games, community stories, and singing traditions.
Christmas brought a joyful and bright morning, filled with kymns, legends, and
songs marking the culmination of Advent, and games that brought young people
together, conveying wishes of harmony, love, and new beginnings. The oral, mu-
sical, and playful traditions of this period served as a living testimony to cultural
memory and identity — not as isolated customs, but as a shared celebration of
spiritual transformation where anticipation, mystery, and joy merged into the
triumph of light, hope, and community.

Spells and Beliefs for Christmas Eve and Christmas Day

* On Christmas Eve, you need to take some lead, melt it, and pour it into
cold water. If the molten lead takes the shape of a plow, then you will be
a farmer; if it takes the shape of a feather, you will do clerical work; and
if it takes the shape of a cradle, you will have children. LTR 407/368.

* On Christmas Eve, pour water into a bowl, light a wax candle, and
hold it sideways over the bowl so that the wax drips into the water in
one spot. When half of the candle has burned down, stop dripping the
wax and all who are gathered look to see what sort of a wax figure has
formed in the water: if it looks like a wreath, then that person will mar-
ry in the coming year; if it looks like a cradle, they will have children; if
it resembles a coffin - they may die in the coming year. LTR 436/302.

At the start of the meal,
the host takes the wafer and divides it among all the family members.
After the meal, the host pulls a straw from under the tablecloth — if the
straw is long, then it is said that grains will grow tall next year, and if it

In the evening, both girls and boys run toward trees or fences
and try to reach around them - if the tree trunk has an even number
of nodules, then it is believed that that person will marry the following
year, but if there is an odd number, then they will not marry. After
dinner, everyone goes to sleep. On the first day of Christmas, the family
goes to church; when they return, they feed the hay to the animals,
and then return once again to church. Children symbolically “rock” the
Baby Jesus and offer him money. Upon returning home, people visit
each other to exchange greetings and wish each other longevity to see
next year’s celebrations. LTR 338/589.

On the morning of Christmas Day, when the hay is taken from the ta-
ble, you need to check whether any grains are left on the table.

New Year
January 1

In folk tradition, the New Year is perceived as a symbolic boundary that closes the
circle of the past year and opens a new page of destiny, when the coming time is
observed, anticipated, and addressed in a symbolic language. It is believed that
this is a special moment when human actions, signs, and spoken words acquire
prophetic power, and the success, prosperity, relationships, or life changes can be
predicted through guesswork and symbolic ritual actions. The stories and divi-
nations collected in the archives of Lithuanian folklore testify that the desire to
know what the year will be like arose primarily from an inner need to prepare
for the unknown. It is a moment to encounter time properly, honor it, “test” its
signs, and remember what appears as a hint, an omen, or a promise, because
only careful observation and conscious participation in the passage of time could
help one sense the direction of the future and predict what paths life would take
in the new cycle of the year.

The Feast of the Three Kings / Epiphany

January 6

The Feast of the Three Kings marks the end of the Christmas season, symbolically
signifying the proclamation of the birth of Christ to the world and the beginning
of a new cycle of time. In folk tradition, this day was perceived as a testimony of
a sacred journey, a miracle, and divine protection, when the visit of the three
Wise Men became an example that faith, hope, and respect for the sacred led a
person to spiritual light. It was believed that Three Kings Day had protective and
prophetic powers; it was a time when blessings, signs, and ritual actions took on
special meaning, and the coming year was finally “marked” by the holiday spirit.
Hymmns, stories, and customs passed down during this holiday combined into a
joint message of spiritual protection, security at home, community unity, and
renewal, thus ending the festive season with a meaningful transition from the
Christmas miracle to the rhythm of everyday life, accompanied by a mood of di-
vine blessing.

Signs of Destiny and Protection for Homes

* On the eve of the Epiphany, when the door is marked with blessed chalk,
the farmer takes a bowl of peas with him as he goes to write the letters;
on the bowl of peas he places a piece of bread with three grains of salt.
Carrying that bowl he walks around all of his buildings. After making
these rounds, he returns to the room. In the room, the farmer lines up
his children on a bench, and while standing by the door, he throws the
peas three times into the laps of the children. If an even number of peas
falls into their laps, then the pea harvest will be bountiful that year, but
if it is an odd number, then peas will not grow well. LMD III 24/9.

* After dinner, three kings arrive wearing gold crowns and carrying red
lanterns with a cross. They greet everyone, kneeling briefly, one starts a
hymn, then, stands up and taking turns kneeling down, the second and
third kings sing a hymn. They introduce themselves as having made a
long journey, following a star, and each wishes the host success, pros-

Their greetings are rewarded with money
and refreshments, and the gifts are loaded onto carts. LMD I 475/114a.

On the eve of the Feast of the Three Kings, farmers draw crosses on
their doors and windows, fill a bowl with various grains, greet their
family upon entering the house, and symbolically shower the children
with grains as they sit at the table. The children then count how many
grains wound up in their lap, and it is believed that however many
grains they count, that is how long they will live. The farmer then col-
lects the grains, sorts them by type, and whichever grain is the most
abundant it will be the most successful crop that year. LMD I 581/1.

Before the eve of the Three Kings, the same letters are written on all
the doors, which, according to legend, were written by the Three Kings;
it is believed that then thieves will not enter the house the entire year.
